2. STAFFING 
 
2.1 The RaMPS staff team has experienced many changes in recent years 

and the organizational chart below identifies staff who were in post as at 
March 2009.

their current remit. During this year various In Service courses were 
assessed and whilst one worker completed their Degree in Social Work 
Studies and another commenced the HNC in Social Care. 

 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 

 

 

3. REFERRALS 
 
3.1 The majority of referrals to the RaMPS Service come from the Early 

Intervention Screening Group (EISG). In this year we have continued to 
play a pivotal role in developing our multi-agency EISG introduced in 
January 2008. As previously reported Renfrewshire was asked to 
participate in a pilot exercise that would look to set up processes for 
dealing with young people who offend. 

 
3.2 The multi-agency group was established and introduced a new approach 

to screening referrals from the Police in respect of young people who had 
been involved in offending or were causing concern in the community. 

 
3.3 This Early Intervention Screening Group is one of 5 pilot projects currently 

operating nationally and is being evaluated independently by the Scottish 
Government with the intention of publishing Practice Guidelines and then 
“rolling out” this process to all 32 Local Authorities. 

 
3.4 As indicated this is a multi-agency group with representation from:- 
 

 Police 
 Education 
 Health 
 Housing 
 Social Work 

 
3.5 The meeting is chaired by Police Officers from Renfrewshire‟s 

Communities Division and since being introduced, has become one of the 
main sources of referrals to the RaMPS Service. 

 
3.6 This early intervention approach centre‟s around 4 key elements namely:- 
 

 Better outcomes for children and young people. 
 Interventions are appropriate, proportionate and timely. 
 There is a clear link to victims/reassuring communities. 
 All collective decisions are captured and reviewed within a child‟s plan 

 
3.7 As part of the pilot, the Scottish Government commissioned 2 independent 

reviews. Both reports highlighted excellent multi-agency working of this 
group and the commitment and motivation of the agencies involved in 
making this approach successful. As a result of this the RaMPS Service 
have evidenced that they are working towards better outcomes for all 
young people in keeping with the principals of GIRFEC. 

 
3.8 We continue to receive referrals from the Scottish Children‟s Reporter at a 

diversionary level for early and minor offending. 



 

 

 
 
3.9 By adopting a restorative justice approach, this service addresses and 

challenges the offending behavior of young people ages 8 to 16 years (up 
to 18 years for Supervision Requirements). The aim at this tier being ñto 
divert young people away from compulsory measures of care, prevent 
further involvement in more serious or persistent offending and increase 
parental responsibilityò. 

 
3.10 RaMPS also accepts referrals from the Procurator Fiscal‟s Department 

(PF) as part of the Social Work Department‟s diversionary services for 
young people aged between 16 to 18 years who are involved in Court 
systems for early and minor offending and social workers and the PF (at 
an intervention level). This tier has been introduced in line with Objective 4 
of the National Standards which states ñevery victim of a young offender 
referred to the Reporter on offence grounds will have the opportunity to 
engage in a (restorative justice) scheme, where appropriateò. 

 
3.11 At intervention level young people who have social work involvement and 

who are involved in more serious offending behavior will be provided with 
a supportive approach to address their offending behavior. 

 
3.12 Over the course of eight years we have received 1,074 referrals.

3.13 On average 75% of those referred to RaMPS have gone on to complete 

programmed intervention in the past year. As indicated in previous reports 
we have been careful not to net widen. We hope that parents and carers 
are able to deal with the incident appropriately and if so a recording of no 
role would be recorded. In Year 8, 6 cases were recorded under this 
category. 

 
3.14 For those who „refused intervention‟ 3 of those re-offended. 
 
3.15 For a third year running we have witnessed a higher number of young 

people being referred to the service with involvement in more serious 
offences but not deemed necessary for compulsory measures of 
supervision. We have also witnessed a decrease in the numbers of young 
people referred to RaMPS on a minor basis as these young people‟s 
needs are being met by education, RJ warnings by the Police or by 
ASIST. 



 

 

3.16 With support from our colleagues at SCRA we have been able to consider 
data provided to allow us to compare and analyse patterns of offending 
which help us to review and evaluate whether our service is having an 
impact. For example although the number of young people referred to the 
Reporter have decreased for the third consecutive year we know that 
many of these young people will now be referred to the EISG.

In interrogating thee data further it is obvious that increased Policing within 
Paisley Town centre may have attributed to a larger number of offences being 
reported. 
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There are some concerns noted by the considerable rise in efforts reported in 
Elderslie. This has been reported to the ASIST team dealing with these offences 
which all appear to be gang-related.

4. ASSESSMENT 
 
4.1 The initial assessment process underpins programmed intervention and at 

all stages straightforward and clear information is provided to ensure that 
the young person understands what the work entails and to ensure that 
the service user decisions are taken on an informed basis. 

 
4.2 RaMPS continues to offer a tiered approach in terms of referral to the 

service and this generally indicates the level of assessment required. For 
example, a referral at diversionary tier tends to indicate, in the first 
instance, a lower level of offending therefore a self assessment tool (All 
About Me) is utilized. However, where a referral has been made at 
intervention tier, we would acknowledge that the young person is perhaps 
involved in a pattern of offending or more serious offending therefore a 
more comprehensive assessment is required. In these cases we would 
look to use the nationally recognized risk assessment tool (YLS-CMI). 

 

 
 

4.3 The RaMPS Service will, as described, offer a restorative justice approach 
at this tier. However, it is recognized that at this level a young person‟s 
involvement with RaMPS will only be in respect of restorative action in 
relation to a specific offence and their Action Plan will generally not involve 
work on patterns of offending or other areas of concern. This additional 
support/supervision should be undertaken through recognized routes of 
referral, that is – Area Team Social Workers, Young Person‟s Resource 
Workers or Youth Crime Workers. All young people will, however, be 
considered individually and due account will be given to their 
circumstances.

5. ACTION PLANS AND PROGRAMMES 
 

5.1 All the young people who agree to participate with the service follow a 

process of assessment, which will result in an Action Plan that is agreed 

and signed by all involved i.e. young person, parent/carer and worker. 

 

5.2 Individual programmes are then developed to accommodate the need of 

the parents as well as challenging the needs of the young participating.  

 

5.3 Victim Awareness is a fundamental component of every Action Plan and 

within programmed intervention we continue to apply a restorative justice 

framework to assist the young person to consider: 

 

The Facts:   What happened and why? 

 

The Consequences: How have people been affected?

6. PARENT SUPPORT 
 

6.1 Parent Support continues to underpin the work of the RaMPS Team. We 

work hard at building and developing positive relationships which allow us 

to reach more parents. In previous years, reports we have advised of our 

involvement with both Home Link staff in education and also colleagues in 

the ASIST Team (Housing‟s Antisocial Behaviour Team). This has gone 

from strength to strength and remains a valued additional resource. 

 

Parental Support 

Years 1 to 8 

 

 
 

6.2 This year has seen a significant increase in the numbers of parents 

participating in both individual and group work programmes. Partnership 

working with other services as mentioned above has provided a welcome 

opportunity to provide information and support to wider the group of 

parents. Evaluation information gathered at the end of contact evidences 

that this support has been appreciated and in many cases improved family 

relationships. 

 

6.3 Over the past 17 months, twelve groups have been organised for 

parents/carers offering 102 places. In addition individual programmed 

support has been provided to 50 parents/carers. 

 

6.4 In measuring our own Performance Indicators we evidenced in our 

Operational Plan that 100% of parents who were referred or self referred 

were contacted within 10 days of receipt of the referral. 

 

 



 

 

7. MONITORING AND TRACKING 
 

Tracking Exercise ï 3 Month Review 
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In year 8, 72 3month trackings were carried out. Of these 72, 17 had re-offended. Of these 17, 3 

were re-referred. 

 

Tracking Exercise ï 6 Month Tracking 

 
In year 8, 53 6month trackings were carried out. Of these 53, 16 had re-offended. Of these 16, 3 

were re-referred. 

 

7.1 As indicated in previous reports all young people, parents and persons 

harmed who agree to participate are offered a feedback questionnaire at 

conclusion of their involvement with the service. We also take the 

opportunity to track young people at 3 and 6 months post intervention. 

 

7.2 This generally involves a visit at the 3 month stage where the worker takes 

along the initial assessment paperwork. The young person is asked to 

complete the self assessment paperwork once more and this is used in 

discussion to compare and reflect on any changes or developments that 

may be evident. At the 6 month stage, most families opt for a systems 

check rather than a home visit. This allows RaMPS to liaise with other 

relevant agencies to see if there are any further incidents of recidivism. 



 

 

8. BEFRIENDING YOUTH SCHEME 
 

 
There are 18 active befrienders at present. 

 

8.1 The Befriending Youth Scheme is now a well established resource open to 

young people who meet the relevant referral criteria. The scheme 

continues to offer additional support to vulnerable young people between 

ages 8 to 18 years through the introduction of one to one relationships 

with an appropriate adult within their own community. Many of these 

young people will have experienced disruption in their lives and some will 

exhibit difficult behaviours. 

 

8.2 The recruitment process is robust and various „checks and balances‟ have 

been put in place to ensure that all applicants are screened appropriately. 

To date we have dealt with over 172 enquiries and we have offered 12 

training programmes. This has resulted in over 90 volunteer befrienders 

being approved by the assessment panel, all of whom have agreed to 

offer a minimum of 6 months of their time on a voluntary basis to a young 

person who needs this additional support. 

 

8.3 At present we have 18 active befrienders some of whom have been in 

relationships ranging from 1 month to 3 years. They all receive regular 

support from an allocated worker and their ongoing training needs are 

taken care of through regular bi-monthly group support meetings. 

 

 

 

 



 

 

 

9. VICTIM INVOLVEMENT 
 

Victim Participation

9.1 As outlined both within National Standards for Youth Justice and the new 

guidelines for Restorative Justice Services, victims should, where 

appropriate, be offered the opportunity to engage with Restorative Justice 

Services. 

 

9.2 Where possible attempts have been made to encourage victims to 

become involved in this process, recognising their right to have their say 

and be party to decisions in respect of outcomes, etc. 

 

9.3 Within the restorative justice process victim awareness remains a primary 

focus and throughout contact their right to confidentiality will be respected. 

Information on additional support to victims will also be made available. 

 

9.4 This diagram indicates the contact we have had over the last 5 years with 

victims and their involvement in the restorative justice process. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



 

 

10. EVALUATION/COMMENTS 
 

10.1 RaMPS were also asked to be part of a pilot of RJ in Scotland funded by 

the Scottish Government. The findings were very positive and found that 

there continues to be a place for Restorative Justice in Scotland. 

 

 RaMPS work is in line with Government indicators including 

publications such as 2Restorative Justice Service: for children and 

young people and those harmed by their behaviourò. 

 

 Best Practice Guidance for Restorative Justice Practitioners and their 

Case Supervisors and Line Managers. 

 

These include: 

 

1. We live our lives safe from crime, disorder and danger – this is 

achieved through RaMPS continued involvement of victims plus young 

people not wanting to re-offend and proving that the majority do not. 

2. We have improved the life chances for children, young people and 

families – re-offending rates continue to be very low proved by our 

tracking of young people 6 months after we have completed work – we 

plan to track young people up to 2 years for longitudinal studies. 

3. Young people are effective contributors and responsible citizens 

– young people who work with us want to repair damage done while 

undertaking a reparative task. Evidence suggests that victims take a lot 

from the apologies that they receive. 



 

 

 11. CONCLUSION 
 

11.1 This seventh Annual Report concentrates on statistical information with 

some evaluation where possible trends have been identified. 

 

11.2 This reflects the fact that RaMPS is now well established within 

Renfrewshire Council and that all relevant information on service provision 

and delivery is available within previous reports on the Council‟s website. 

 

11.3 We continue to strive towards continuous improvement and this is 

reflected in the fact that our Chartermark status was reviewed in May 

2008. We are delighted to report that we have again been successful in 

achieving customer service status with continued recognition of our best 

practice in: 

 

 Partnership working 

 Operational Planning 

 Providing Information 

 

11.4 Lastly, as indicated above we strive to be in line with Government 

indicators. The report from the Scottish Government makes a number of 

recommendations which RaMPS must consider for the future. 

 

These include: 

 

Recommendation 3 – to increase referrals of cases to RJ services where there 

is a violent crime involving a personal victim. 

 

Recommendation 4 – to take steps to raise awareness of the existence of 

Government guidance and ensure the training in the guidance is provided to 

practitioners. 

 

Recommendation 10 – consideration is given to the way in which national 

leadership on RJ in youth justice in Scotland can be provided. 

 

Recommendation 11 – Local Authorities to consider the inclusion of RJ in local 

service plans developed to support the Government strategic objectives. 

 

11.5 We will strive to include all of the above recommendations in our future 

work with young people to offer the best service possible.

100% of persons harmed agreed that taking part in the service was completely 
their own choice. They also felt that they were given the right time to make their 
choice about taking part and that they were given the opportunity to let the 
person responsible know how about the harm the incident had caused. 
 
100% of persons harmed received an apology and agreed that the apology from 
the young person seemed sincere. 
 
100% of persons harmed felt that the action plan the young person had 
completed was fair and that they had agreed to do what was set out in their 
action plan. 
 
100% of persons harmed felt very satisfied about taking part in a RJ conference 
and that they would encourage someone to take part in a RJ service if offered it. 
 
100% of persons harmed agreed that taking part in an RJ service helped them 
feel either a lot more safer or a bit more safer.

parents were sorry that their children had behaved in this way. They also thanked 
me for being understanding towards the two young peopleô
