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RTC’s on the public 
highway while at work 
are not reportable.  

Refer to section

To be regarded as 
employees under RIDDOR.

Not reportable unless there 
has been a clear failing in 
equipment, premises or 

systems of work.

Stress is not reportable as it 
is not a specified injury or 
considered to be ill health.

Reportable only if an 
employee has sustained a 
specified injury.  Refer to 

section 2.4.2.

Sports/play injuries are not 
reportable unless a clear failing 
in equipment, premises or 

systems of work has occurred.  
Refer to section 2.4.7.
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It should be noted that DO’s do not 

need to have resulted in injury to be 

reportable under RIDDOR.

If it is suspected a DO has occurred, 

refer to section 2.4.4 of the guidance 

for further details.
